Florida Bridges Ranked Most Structurally Sound in the Country

According to 2012 Federal Highway Administration Report
- 97.8 percent of Florida’s nearly 12,000 bridges considered structurally sound-

(Tallahassee, FL) — September 16, 2013 — According to an article published in the August 2013 edition of
Governing magazine, Florida has the greatest percentage (97.8 percent) of structurally sound bridges in
the country, 11.7 percent better than in 2011. This is according to a review and analysis of the 2012

Nationwide,
those states with the most bridges considered structurally deficient in 2012 include Pennsylvania (24.4
percent), Oklahoma (22.6 percent), lowa (21.2 percent), and Rhode Island and South Dakota both at
20.6 percent.
